Nunavut Arctic College Senior Citizen Tuition Fees

POLICY
In support and enhancement of the College Mission Statement, the College will provide

opportunities for senior citizens to enroll, on a part-time basis, in courses offered by the College
free of tuition fees.

PRINCIPLES

1. Nunavut Arctic College will provide access to learning opportunities that will help the people
of Nunavut achieve their economic, social and cultural goals.

2. The College will strive to reflect the traditional values, beliefs and knowledge of the Inuit.

3. The College strengthens the people of Nunavut by advancing the lifelong learning of northern
adults.

PROCEDURE

1. For the purpose of this policy, senior citizens means those people who are sixty (60) years of
age and older.

2. Access to various programs will depend upon availability of seats. First priority will be given
to students pursuing a College certificate or diploma.

3. Proof of age must be presented at the time of registration.
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
