POLICY  
 
The Board of Governors may wish to recognize individuals who have made outstanding 
education related contributions to Nunavut Arctic College by awarding an Honorary Diploma or 
Certificate.  
 
 
PRINCIPLES 
 
The Board of Governors wishes to acknowledge the significant contributions made to the College 
by community members.  
 
 
PROCEDURE  
 

1. Any member of the staff, the student body, or the community may make nominations.  
 

2. Normally there will be no more than one honorary award per campus in any academic year. 
 

3. Nominations will be made to the President who must, in turn, submit them to the Board of 
Governors for approval.  
 

4. Awards will be made at a public ceremony such as the annual campus convocation.  
 

5. Recommendations must be received in the President's office as follows to permit time for 
consideration by the Board of Governors:  

 
• for winter graduation by October 1 

• for spring graduation by February 1
